WELCOME REV. EVANS MWANUNGA

Rev. Evans Mwanunga is the project manager for
the Dodoma Diocese of the Evangelical Lutheran
Church of Tanzania. The Dodoma Diocese is the
companion synod of our Northwestern Ohio Synod.
The Evangelical Lutheran Church in Tanzania
(ELCT), a member of the Lutheran World
Federation, is made up of over 2.5 million people in
20 dioceses, approximately 6.5% of the population
of Tanzania. Tanzania's 37.1 million people speak
Kiswabhili, Swahili, and English, along with Arabic
and numerous other local languages. About thirty
percent are Christian, thirty percent are Muslim,
and thirty five percent practice indigenous
beliefs. Tanzania ranks eighth poorest of 236
countries in GDP per capita. The poorest sector,
the central Dodoma region, (pop. 1.7) is similar to
Minnesota in size.

We welcome Rev. Dr. James Dumke, Vice President
for Mission Advancement at Lutheran Homes
Society on Sunday, August 29! Lutheran Homes
Society was founded in 1860. They serve youth
and seniors through homes in Bucyrus, Fremont,
Gibsonburg, Holland, Liberty Center, Lima,
Millbury, Napoleon, New London, Norwalk, Oak
Harbor, Oregon, Sandusky, Toledo and
Whitehouse, Ohio and Bedford Township,
Michigan. They offer extended care ministries,
assisted and independent living apartments for
seniors, plus youth group homes and ancillary
services. Nearly 1,800 residents are served 24
hours a day, 7 days a week. In 2006, nearly 2,500
children and elders were provided services
through Lutheran Homes Society.
