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A NOTE FROM PASTOR STEVE 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

As many of you know, I am planning on taking a three month sabbatical in 2010.   “A 
sabbatical is a period of rest with a purpose.”  The idea of a sabbatical has biblical origins.  
The root of the word is the same as Sabbath.  Throughout the Old Testament God 
instructs people to work for 6 days and then to rest on the 7th.   In Leviticus, God instructs 
people to allow the land to rest every 7th year - meaning no farming, no planting, no 
harvesting. 
 
To help instructors renew their passion for their academic specialties, colleges and 
universities began the practice of granting professors a leave of absence every seven 
years.   Most colleges and universities now require professors to continue this practice- 
giving them the opportunity to rest, expand their knowledge, write, and travel to places 
relevant to their area of study.  Pastors also find sabbaticals to be transformative 
experiences that strengthen and develop their ability to serve congregations.   
 
The Northwestern Ohio Synod of the ELCA has adopted a program called “Lifelong 
Learning and Development of Faithful Pastors.”  One of the recommendations of the 
program is that every Pastor receives a sabbatical every three to five years.   “This period 
of sabbatical should range from one to three months and shall be used for learning, rest 
and renewal.”  (P. 8 of the 2010 Compensation guidelines for Ordained clergy.)  Zion 
actually approved this for me in the 2008 budget.  I did not take the sabbatical in 2008 due 
to Church Growth Services recommendation that Pastors not take sabbaticals during their 
analysis.   Zion then re-affirmed this in the 2010 budget.   
 
As a new practice for newly called Pastors in congregations, a sabbatical is written into the 
“Letters of Call.”    Pastor Dan’s sabbatical is also written in his Letter of Call.  
  
My plan is to take this time, the first one I’ve taken in 27 years of ministry, during the 
months of June, July and August.   Pastor Dan and Pastor Kurt will fulfill all pastoral duties 
during this time.  My hope is to spend most of the time at Lakeside, OH  resting,  doing a 
project for Lakeside, and developing a model titled: “This is who we serve.”  This model will 
help us look at and keep track of the people we serve each week.  
  
Thank you for this opportunity and re-affirming it in the 2010 budget.  If you have further 
questions, please feel free to call me at any time.

Breaking News!  

Beginning March 6, 2010, Ignite is going to try out a 
WEEKLY Saturday worship service at 5:00pm here at Zion. 

 
For the last five months, Ignite and Zion have been holding a worship service on the first Saturday 
of each month.  We are now expanding to a weekly Saturday worship service at 5:00pm.   Please 
help us share this news with people who may be interested (especially those who are not connected 
to a church or are looking for a non-Sunday morning worship service).  The weekly service will be 
casual, relevant, highly interactive and open to the leading of the Holy Spirit.  We try to involve 
people in the worship service by inviting them to share their 'God sightings' and prayer requests, 
and try out their skills (or non-skills) in hand percussion and instruments of many kinds. We 
celebrate the Lord's Supper every week, hear God's Word, lift up prayers, share stories of God's 
involvement in our lives and strive for passionate, authentic worship. Everyone is invited to join us 
for this worship service- our only condition is that you 'come as you are.'   
  
If you are interested in helping with this new weekly worship service, we are looking for people to 
assist us with childcare, help run the computer/sound system, and join the worship team.   Please let 
me (Pastor Dan) know if you are able to commit to at least one Saturday a month in one of these 
areas.  I would really appreciate any help that is offered as we seek to make this a great worship 
experience that takes seriously the idea that we all have gifts to share.  
 
We decided to explore weekly worship because we felt a need for greater consistency in Ignite.  We 
hope this weekly service will make it easier to invite people to Ignite and help us to build deeper 
relationships--especially our relationship with Christ. For those of you who are familiar with the 
five-part model of Ignite, be assured that we still plan to keep the central elements of Ignite- small 
group Bible study, fun events, service projects and church visits--but they will now happen in 
addition to a weekly Saturday evening service and will follow our new weekly discipleship plan.  
We still believe small groups are vitally important to help people get connected and grow in faith, 
and we still hope that people involved in Ignite will participate in small group Bible study, service 
projects and fun events.  We also strongly encourage everyone to become involved in a Life 
Transformation Group.  We believe LTG's are a critical part of growing in faith and are the primary 
way we learn to BE the church.  A LTG is made up of two or three people of the same gender who 
meet one hour a week to read the Bible, ask character-building questions, pray for each other, 
and pray for those who do not know Christ. For more information about LTG's visit 
zionwaterville.com/pages/life-transformation-groups or pick up a flyer about LTG's on the welcome 
desk in Zion's Family Life Center.

Weekly Discipleship Plan for Ignite & Zion 
 
 

Our 2010 weekly discipleship plan is designed to help us take personal responsibility for growing in 
faith by seeking to live out our faith 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  You'll notice that all of these 
activities/ideas can be done on your own or in partnership with others.  This is not meant to be a list 
of burdens or church activities that fill up all your free time, but an intentional way to live out your 
faith, emphasizing  different areas of discipleship each day.  The key idea to grasp is that faith is not 
just one component of life, reserved for one hour a week. Instead, faith involves everything we do, 
every second of our lives.  We pray this weekly plan can help you find specific ways to BE the 
church as you love God, love your neighbors, grow in faith and follow Jesus.  Please consider 
giving this a try during Lent and let me know how you are impacted.  Pastor Dan 
 
Make a Difference Monday- Value: B2BAB (Blessed to be a Blessing, Genesis 12:1-3). God has
  blessed us so that we can bless others.  Look for simple ways to bless people and make a 
  difference in their lives today  (a phone call, a smile, a prayer, paying someone's bill, etc.)   
 
Tuesdays with Jesus- Value: Dependence (Galatians 2:20) We seek to become increasingly 
 dependent upon Jesus so that  it is no longer we who live, but Christ lives in us.    
 Set aside time today to be with Jesus in prayer, meditation and Bible Study.  If you 
 are able,  join us for a small group Bible study at Zion @ 10:00am.   
 
Workout Wednesday- Value: Whole Body Health- (1 Corinthians 6:19-20) We value personal 
 responsibility for staying fit physically, mentally, and spiritually.   
 Stop by Chowders from 9-11am to talk with Pastor Dan, come to our 2:30 pm prayer and 
 worship service, our LIFE classes in the evening and/or find your own ways to work on 
 strengthening your body, mind and spirit.  
 
Theology Thursday- Value: Wisdom- (Proverbs 24:3-4) We believe in curiosity, honesty, asking 
 questions and  using the mind God gave us to grow in wisdom and understanding.  
 Join us for Tavern Talk at Shawn's Irish Tavern @ 8:30pm or get together with friends/ 
  family and ask deep questions about God, faith and life, seeking wisdom, humility and 
 understanding. (You don't have to check your brain at the door to be a Christian!)  
  
Fun Friday- Value: Relationships, Fun- (John 10:10) God created us for relationship.  He also 
 invented fun.  Put the two together and you're in for a great night. So go out and enjoy life!
 Use Fridays to have fun and build relationships with others- especially those who do not 
 know Christ.  Remember, faith is caught, not taught; it develops through relationships. 
 
Service Saturday- Value:  Worship Service- (Romans 12:1) We seek to worship God with our 
 whole lives, especially by using the gifts he has given us to serve others.    
 Attend a weekend worship service and/ or worship God through service to others. 
 
Sabbath Sunday- Value: Rest, Strengthening Families- (Exodus 20:8-12) God commands us to 
 honor the Sabbath day and to honor our family members.  We desperately need a break, 
  but rarely take one.  We desperately need family time, but rarely get it. Therefore...  
 Commit to doing as little work as possible and use this day to rest, relax, worship God, 
  renew your soul, and spend quality  time together with family...and see what happens.

Andrea Herman 
 
 

Andrea Herman serves the Lord and the LCMS 
as an evangelistic trainer to women in Guinea. She 
works to identify women, among the Maninka 
people group, who the Spirit has moved to be open 
to learning about God’s Word and discipling them 
to the point where they can begin to teach others. 
Many of the Maninka people practice Folk Islam, a 
religion combining traditional Islam and native 
practices involving witchcraft.  
The Global Mission board in the Family Life Center 
displays Andrea’s monthly newsletter, highlighting 
the amazing ministry that is taking place among the 
Maninka people of Guinea.  
Before she arrived in Guinea, Andrea attended 
LCMS World Mission training in the summer of 
2006. She also received training in linguistics, the 
French language, and chronological Bible story 
teaching.  Please pray for Andrea and the Maninka 
people. May God open her heart to speak and to 
listen. Also, pray for Andrea as she overcomes 
cultural and linguistic barriers while she learns two 
languages, French and Maninkakan. Pray that the 
Lord bless her relationships with Maninka women 
and their families, and that God will use these 
relationships to further His Kingdom. Finally, 
Andrea asks “pray that God will penetrate the 
darkness in Guinea with the light of His truth.”

ZLCW NEWS~ 
 
 The Lenten season is upon us – a time to 
reflect on Jesus’ journey to the cross.  For some, this 
season is too somber and would rather ignore it.  
Others talk about giving up something for Lent. 
 When I was younger, it was not about giving 
up anything.  What it meant for me was attending 
special services each Wednesday evening – 
beginning with Ash Wednesday.  It was hearing again 
the Passion history reminding me of what Jesus did 
for me.  For us eighth graders it was also a public 
catechism examination before the congregation the 
Wednesday before Palm Sunday when we would be 
confirmed.  The service ended with the following 
hymn: 
 Lamb of God, pure and holy, 
 Upon the cross Thou didst suffer, 
 Meek, submissive and lowly, 
 Thyself to scorn Thou didst offer, 
 Our sins by Thee were taken, 
 Or hope had us forsaken. 
 Have mercy on us, O Jesus. 
The school which I attended was directly across the 
street from the Catholic Church.  On Ash Wednesday, 
before school began, the children from the church 
would go for the imposition of ashes.  We could see 
the ashes on their foreheads as they came across the 
street (although some would have wiped them off 
before they entered the school).  I never questioned 
my Catholic friends about this, so it was quite a few 
years later when I learned that the tradition was a 
reminder to “Remember you are dust, and to dust you 
shall return.” 
 As hard as the Lenten journey is for some, 
we, as Christians, know that without the cross and 
resurrection we would have nothing to base our faith 
on.  Where is your journey taking you? 
 WORLD DAY OF PRAYER is Friday, March 
5.  Since the first service in 1920, diverse women of 
faith have been coming together to pray for peace 
and justice around the world with the notion that 
communities of women could come together across 
denominational lines to pray together.  This has now 
expanded to more than 180 countries and regions. 
 This years’ service was prepared by the 
women of Cameroon, singing the praises of Psalm 
150: “Let everything that has breath praise the Lord.” 
 Even though we in Waterville no longer have 
these services, I urge you to reflect on Psalm 150, or, 
if a service is being held in an area near you, please 
try to attend.
